As the world enters the era of digital transformation — profoundly shaped by
advanced technologies such as Artificial Intelligence (Al), Big Data, and the Internet
of Things (IoT) — the fields ol social sciences, humanities, and educational sciences
are expected not only to adapt, but also to actively engage in interpreting, forecasting,
and shaping humanity’s historical shifts. The rapid changes in the knowledge and
cultural environment call for new academic approaches that are both interdisciplinary
and mnovative.

In Vietnam, the strategic task of advancing science, technology, innovation,
and digital transformation has been identified by the Party and State as a fundamental
driver of national development. In this context, it is increasingly urgent to clarify and
strengthen the role of the social sciences, humanities, and educational sciences in
national progress, particularly in close connection with technology and digital
transformation.

Building on the success of a series of international academic conferences
jointly organized over the years by the Hanoi National University of Education and
the Ecole Normale Supérieure — ENS Ulm (France), in 2025, Hanoi National
University of Education will continue its cooperation with ENS Ulm, the Ecole
nationale des chartes (France), the Ecole pratique des Hautes Etudes — EPHE (France),
as well as various domestic and international universities and research institutes, to
organize an international academic conference on social sciences, humanities, and
educational sciences.

6. Submission Guidelines and Deadlines
6.1. Submission Guidelines

— Submitted papers must be original research that has not been previously
published in any books, journals, or conference proceedings, either domestically or
internationally.

— Abstracts and full papers must be written in English or French. (If the
authors submit in Vietnamese or Chinese, a corresponding English or French
translation must be provided.) Authors are fully responsible for language editing,
especially if revisions are requested by reviewers.

— Authors must submit an abstract for review before submitting the full
paper. The abstract should not exceed 300 words, and must clearly state the research
objective, methodology, key findings, and significance. It must be accompanied by a

brief author bio (no more than 100 words). There i1s no limit to the number of
abstracts an author may submit.

— Full papers should be between 4,000 and 7,000 words in length (longer
papers may be considered at the discretion of the Organizing Committee) and must
adhere strictly to the formatting guidelines provided in the template attached to this
Announcement. Required sections include: abstract, introduction, main content,
conclusion, acknowledgments (if any), references, and a brief biography of the author
or author group.

— Papers must use Times New Roman, font size 12, single line spacing.
— Footnotes may be used for explanatory notes if necessary.

— References must be listed in alphabetical order by surname, following the
APA Tth edition citation style. For interview materials, footnotes should specify the
location and date of the interview.

— File format: MS Word (.docx). Files in .doc or .pdf formats will not be accepted.
— All full papers will be reviewed by reputable domestic and international scholars.
6.2. Conference Publications

— High-quality papers will be selected for presentation at the Conference.

— Papers with strong academic merit and meeting publication standards will be
selected by the Academic Committee for publication in one of the following formats:
(1) The peer-reviewed International Academic Conference Proceedings (printed
book or e-book with an International Standard Book Number — ISBN), published by
the University of Education Publisher, a unit of Hanoi National University of

Education.



(2) A monograph reviewed and published by a reputable international publisher
in cooperation with the Hanoi National University of Education and the University of
Education Publisher.

Further details will be provided in Announcement No.2 after the Organizing
Committee completes discussions with the international publisher.
